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Building the BEC 
Knowledge Base 
Evaluation Framework from 
Transport Canada 
Transport Canada has recently released its 
Project Evaluation Methodology Framework 
for Canadian ITS applications. Based on the 
extensive experience gained by the depart-
ment in its ITS research & development and 
deployment funding programs, it is potentially 
useful for application to ITS project evaluation 
in other countries as well as Canada.  

The framework is the subject of a training 
session at the ITS Canada Annual Conference 
June 1-4, 2008 in Montreal, (Quebec) Canada. 
The actual report is available to download 
online in either English or French at 
www.tc.gc.ca/tdc/menu.htm .  

It is noteworthy that IBEC is cited in the report 
as an international resource for ITS evaluation. 

Here is a brief description from the report’s 
Publication Data Form: 

“The evaluation methodology presented in this 
report provides a framework to ensure 
consistency and validity of results across 
regions and across types of ITS investments, 
and will help Canadian local and provincial 
agencies select and manage ITS programs. 
The focus is on describing the project and 
benefits, and on developing guidance on how 
to interpret the results. 

The framework is based on four evaluation 
steps: evaluation planning, data collection, 
data analysis, and recommendations and 
reporting. The main body of the report 
presents the details of each step, including a 
discussion of the challenges that are typically 
encountered. Two Transport Canada projects 
serve as sample cases to test the framework. 
In both cases, the four evaluation steps are 
followed and results, limitations, and 
assumptions are discussed.”
